Flight Line Safety.

With an increasing number of members flying at the site, it is perhaps the time to consider a few points about piloting, not only to do with safety, but consideration for others.

Never fly an aircraft towards the pits, or the spectator area.

It's not hard to imagine the possible carnage if a failure occurs.

It is reasonable for a solo pilot to use all the airspace, but if another pilot takes off after clearing with the flight box, it is courtesy to settle into a traffic pattern to avoid potential conflict.

If two pilots agree to non pattern traffic, that's fine, but if more than two planes are up a standard pattern should always be observed.

Agree, "Left to Right" or "Right to Left" depending on wind direction.

There is a practical limit of 5 models up.

We have all been learners, please consider the novice flyer, who is learning to fly in the company of others. 

He may ask you to observe a standard pattern whilst he is up, and should feel free to do so.   

Always call "OK Take Off?" and have it acknowledged from the flight box.

Always call "Landing" when on final circuit.

Always call "Deadstick" at engine failure. 

You will then have complete right of way for your approach.

Always call "On Field" when a model needs to be retrieved, a low flying model can make a serious dent in flesh.

It is OK to stand behind a model for take off, call your intention, take off and move to flight box ASAP.

Above all talk to the other flyers, call your intentions, and fly as a team.

Take offs should never be commenced from behind the flight box.

Landings should never be made towards the start up area/pits.

It is not necessary to "full bore" all the time, it can be irritating to other flyers, and is best done up high or well away from the normal flight area.

Think about your skill limits, and be sensible about pushing your envelope at high speed and creating risk for others. 

Electrics must be disarmed unless in the start up area.

Please take your model to the pits, and not leave it in the start up area after flight.

Some scale models are big and fast, and it is not a good idea to mix a slow bird with a big heavy. Observe what's up, and match in. 

We haven't had a mid-air yet, let's keep it that way.
